c. As per GOI provisions, age relaxation for Widows, Divorced Women and Women
Judicially separated from Husbands, the upper age limit is relaxable up to the age of
35 years (upto 40 years for members of Scheduled Castes/Scheduled Tribes and
upto 38 years for members belonging to the Other Backward Classes in respect of
the posts reserved for them) for Widows, divorced Women and Women Judicially
separated from their Husbands who are not remarried. The persons claiming age

relaxation under this sub-para would be required to produce following documentary
evidence:

i) In case of Widow, Death Certificate of her husband together with the
Affidavit that she has not remarried since.

ii) In case of divorced Women and Women judicially separated from their
husbands, a certified copy of the judgment /decree of the appropriate
Court to prove the fact of divorce or the judicial separation, as the
case may be, with an Affidavit in respect of divorced Women and they
have not remarried since.
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d.

Age relaxation to Physically Handicapped (PH) persons: Age relaxation of 10 years
is allowed (total 15 years for SCs/STs and 13 years for OBCs in respect of the posts
reserved for them) to blind, deaf-mute and orthopedically handicapped persons for
appointment to Group ‘A’ posts/services. The persons claiming age relaxation
under this sub-para would be required to produce a certificate in prescribed
proforma in support of their claims clearly indicating that the degree of physical
disability is 40% or more.
